Share the idea and see  
who’s happy to help
Chatting to a neighbour or two, 
posting on a local Facebook group 
or dropping a note through a few 
letterboxes is a great way to introduce the 
idea and get people involved from the start!

Choose where to hold your Big Lunch
Depending on where your Big Lunch takes place, you might need to check permissions. 
Hosting a street party or need to close a road? Apply as early as possible – some councils 
require up to 3 months’ notice

and spread the word in any way you  
can - sharing digitally through 
Whatsapp or Facebook groups can  
help reduce printing and reach  
even more people!
